You must furnish legal bank
statements or scholarship awards verifying the availability of $16,798 U.S. or the equivalent in another
currency for each calendar year at SCC. Students should expect an approximate 3-5% cost increase in
each subsequent year at SCC.

ADVISOR FORM: Use ONLY if you are currently attending a university/college in the United States.

ENGLISH PROFICIENCY: Provide documentation in one of the following ways: TOEFL with a score of
500 or better on the paper and pencil exam or 173 or better on the computer based exam; or completion
of Level 109 at an English Language School (ELS); or a minimum score of 80 on the Michigan Test of
English Proficiency. Students transferring from a U.S. college or university may satisfy the English
proficiency requirement by the completion of one semester of Freshman English Composition 1 with a C
or better grade. If the student is transferring from a school that is on the quarter system they would have
to complete Freshman Composition 1 & 2 with a C or better grade. TOEFL code for SCC 8910

TRANSCRIPTS, TEST RESULTS, DIPLOMAS, AND CERTIFICATES: Provide to SCC records of every
secondary and post-secondary institution you have attended. Records must be originals, or certified or
notarized Photostats.

ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:
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1. Freshman Applicants:
Must provide proof of completion of secondary education (generally 12 years)

e Must satisfy the same academic standards required of
students transferring from U.S. schools. (See Below)

e Transcripts submitted with the application will be
used to determine the academic qualifications of the
applying student. If the academic performance
proves to be satisfactory, the student may be
accepted.

e Educational Credential Evaluators, Inc. (ECE): After acceptance, all transcripts or
academic records from universities outside of the U.S. must be evaluated by this
agency as confirmation of the courses taken and the grades earned.

e Werequire you to use ECE. The form necessary to request the ECE evaluation will be
mailed at the same time as the letter of acceptance and the [-20. Students wishing to
begin the ECE process prior to being accepted may request the form at any time.
There are other recognized credit evaluation agencies and their names will be supplied
upon request. If a student uses one of the other recognized agencies the evaluation
will be accepted. Most agencies charge approximately the same price.

3. Transfer Applicants from U.S. colleges and universities:

International students transferring from U.S. colleges and universities must satisfy the same
academic admission standards as U.S. transfer students. Those requirements are a
cumulative U.S. grade point average (GPA) of 2.0 and the successful completion of 75% of all
attempted courses. Courses used for the GPA and completion percentage calculation must be
college level and may not include "English as a Second Language" courses. Students
transferring from a U.S. school, but also having foreign university credits to transfer, must have
those credits evaluated by an outside agency as outlined earlier on this page.

Whenever a telephone number is followed by (MRS/TTY) that telephone number is for use by
hearing-impaired individuals.

NOTE: The college is asking you to provide information that includes private information under U.S. state
and federal law.
